G8 Summit 2008- Hokkaido, Japan 

This year the leaders of the world’s eight richest countries - the G8- will be meeting from 
7-9 July in Japan. Thanks to continued pressure their agenda will again include poverty 
and climate change. Alongside the Global Call to Action Against Poverty (GCAP) 
coalition, and CIDSE, the coalition of sixteen Catholic aid and development agencies 
from Europe and the Americas, SCIAF will be campaigning for action, not words.  
 
Following on from last year’s Make Aid Work campaign, we will be asking the G8 to 
commit to more and better funding to help people adapt to the effects of climate change. 
People living in poverty are already facing the devastating effects of climate change 
caused by our emissions, so the G8 nations should provide resources to help people 
adapt. For example, this money could fund disaster preparedness in regions facing 
increased hurricanes such as Central America or devastating floods such as Bangladesh.  
 
We will keep you updated on our campaigns work in the run up to the G8 summit, with 
lots of ways for you to get involved in the push for justice from the G8.  
 
CIVICUS World Assembly 18th-21st June SECC, Glasgow  
This year is the third and final year that the World Assembly of anti-poverty 
organisations is being held in Glasgow. Almost one thousand delegates from over 100 
countries will arrive in Glasgow for three days of discussions, debates and learning 
exchanges. SCIAF, as a member of the Global Call to Action Against Poverty Scotland 
Coalition (GCAP), will be there. It looks likely that the assembly will reach its grand 
finale with a rally in Kelvingrove Park on Saturday 21

st
 June (still to be confirmed).
