
Combating global poverty and injustice
Highlights from 2010

You have helped some of the poorest people 
in the world to free themselves from poverty 
and injustice.

In 2010 your commitment to SCIAF meant….

….198,885 people were given comprehensive 
support to overcome poverty, disease, conflict 
and natural disasters, with over 1.1 million 
indirectly benefiting.
Training, seeds, tools, water resource projects, small loans, 
and access to employment helped people to be free of 
hunger.  Medical care, trauma counselling and peace 
building enabled survivors of war and conflict to have 
hope for the future.

Over 111,000 people received food, clean water, hygiene 
kits and temporary shelters when disasters struck in Haiti, 
Ethiopia and Pakistan.  

…. Scotland’s £9 million international aid 
budget was saved.
Over 400 emails from SCIAF campaigners to First Minister 
Alex Salmond in just one weekend helped to ensure the 
Scottish Government continues to play a role in combating 
global poverty in the coming years.

We continued to campaign on climate change which is 
devastating the lives of the poorest people in the world.  
We urged UK and international delegates at the UN’s 
climate change summit in Mexico to agree a fair and 
binding global deal.  SCIAF also worked with Catholic 
sister agencies internationally to highlight Scotland’s world 
leading climate change act to show real action can be 
taken.

Over 3,230 campaigners signed campaign actions calling 
on the UK Government to introduce a Robin Hood Tax 
on large financial business transactions which would raise 
billions to help fund poverty reduction.

Marata – South Sudan
“Before I had to stay at home.  The tricycle has transformed 
my life.  I used to crawl around on the ground.  Now I can 
go anywhere - to church, school, to see friends and collect 
water.  There is hope now with the business as I am able to 
sell salt, cooking oil and sugar.”

Ansang - 
Myanmar (Burma)
“We had to hunt in the forest to find 
food or buy it in the market.  We don’t 
have to buy vegetables any more.  We 
have food now and can share it with 
neighbours who don’t have any.  We are 
very grateful to donors and we pray for 
them and thank God.”

Ansang received seeds, tools and training so that she could 
grow enough food to eat all year round.  She now grows ginger, 
mustard and different types of vegetables and has also benefited 
from a new clean water supply system in her village.

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…. Global Citizenship was promoted in 
schools across Scotland.
Young people are the decision-makers of tomorrow 
and SCIAF’s 200 school visits by staff, volunteers and 
overseas partners gave pupils the knowledge and tools 
they need to actively engage in SCIAF’s vision of a 
more just world for all.

New classroom resources including Ciudadanos del 
Mundo for Spanish and RE classes provided a real 
insight into the life of Oscar Romero and our work in 
El Salvador, whilst Project Connect offers a greater 
fundraising focus by linking individual schools to the 
issues and projects of SCIAF’s work in India, Burundi 
& Nicaragua.

The WEE BOX, BIG Change Lent campaign continued 
to help to raise our public profile with celebrity backing 
including entrepreneur Michelle Mone and 540 articles 
in the media throughout the year.

…. SCIAF was able to raise over £8 million.
We raised a staggering £6 million from generous 
individuals, parishes and schools across Scotland and 
£1,864,050 from institutional donors such as Comic 
Relief, the UK Government and the European Union.

SCIAF’s 217 volunteers working in schools, parishes, 
and in the Glasgow office play a key role and enable us 
to spend more money helping people in need.

For every pound given to us, we spend approximately 
91p on international programmes, emergencies and 
campaigning, and 9p on raising more money.

Johnson and 
Alice – Uganda
“Alice’s return was 
announced over Radio Wa 
and that is how we found 
out she was alive and well.  
The station has been helping the community a lot. Whenever 
there is information, good or bad, the radio passes it on. Radio 
Wa is greatly helping to bring peace to the community.”

Alice Ogong was kidnapped by Ugandan rebels to be used as 
a child soldier.  After being held captive she escaped and was 
reunited with her father Johnson when he heard of her return 
on a SCIAF-funded radio station.
